PROPOSED ADDITION TO SCHUITEMAKER RESIDENCE

As a follow-up to our telephone conversation of Friday, August, 14, 2009, we are pleased to submit our proposal for the engineering services for the above project.  We understand that the proposed addition will include a lower level walkout basement, a mezzanine and upper level to conform to the steep slope at the site.  The first floor of the addition will match the first floor of the existing house.  The underlying mezzanine and basement level will be 20’  deep.  The building addition will be about 30’ by 100’ in overall dimensions.
SCOPE OF SERVICES

The work to be performed for this geotechnical study will include fieldwork, laboratory and engineering analysis and preparation of a geotechnical report. Details of our proposed scope of work are presented as follows:

Fieldwork
The fieldwork will include site reconnaissance, boring layout and determination of ground surface elevations at the boring locations and drilling of test borings.  We have based this proposal on performing 3-4 borings, one at each end of the building area and one to two at the downhill of the building. The borings will be extended to bedrock estimated to be up to 30’ in depth.  A total of 100’ of drilling is anticipated for this study.  We have allowed one day of dozer assistance to access the downhill boring.   

The borings will be performed with a track or truck mounted drilling rig. These borings will be performed using hollow-stem augers.  Sampling will be performed at 2.5 ft. interval to a depth of 15 ft. per ASTM D 1586.  Each boring will be backfilled with drill cuttings after taking groundwater samples and measuring the final water level, if any, prior to demobilizing from the site.  

Laboratory and Engineering Analysis

Relevant laboratory testing on representative samples of the soil strata encountered will be performed.  These results, in combination with the results of the borings will be utilized for the engineering analysis and preparation of the geotechnical report. A registered professional engineer, licensed in the state of Ohio, will perform this work.
